
TITLE:  LICENSURE AND CERTIFICATION SURVEYOR
CODE:  40726  

DEFINITION


This is responsible professional work in serving as a surveyor and consultant in a program of licensure and certification.


Employees in this class make on-site visits independently or as a member of a team to health care facilities and providers throughout the state to participate in and evaluate compliance with requirements for participation in Federal programs and for State licensure.  Work is performed under the general direction of an administrative/professional supervisor and is reviewed by reports and conferences to include a review of survey reports by an administrative team leader.

EXAMPLES OF WORK PERFORMED (Any one position may not include all of the duties listed, nor do the examples cover all of the duties which may be performed.) 


Makes on-site visits independently or as a member of an interdisciplinary team to hospitals, skilled nursing homes, home health agencies, renal disease treatment facilities, intermediate care facilities, maternity homes, assisted living facilities, rural health clinics, cerebral palsy treatment centers, or any health care facility participating in federal and state programs such as Title XVIII (Medicare), Title XIX (Medicaid), or the state licensure program.


Observes and makes notations of patient care and physical environment in assigned areas to include, but not limited to, nursing services, rehabilitative services, infection control, physician services, and medical records; prepares reports of survey findings, i.e., conditions observed in the field to be used in evaluating programs and services, and makes certification and licensure recommendations.


Provides professional technical assistance, guidance, and consultation to facility administrators, nursing staff, and other health care professionals as to proper interpretation of federal and state requirements for compliance and to maintain a high quality of patient care; provide educational or in-service training programs for meeting nursing service needs; provides consultative services on functional design, quantity, use, and care of equipment and supplies required for nursing needs; and consults with the Office of Facilities and Management on physical plans to ensure adequate facilities for functions and infectious control.


Investigates complaints made against health care facilities and agencies in regard to the quality of services rendered and patient care; prepares in-depth narrative reports to include method of investigation, findings, validity, conclusions, and recommendations.


Prepares statements of deficiencies and special reports of on-site visits to facilities to document levels of compliance with program standards; reviews facilities’ plans of corrective action to determine if actions are sufficient to meet requirements; conducts follow-up visits to facilities having deficiencies to determine the effectiveness of their corrective actions; and prepares detailed summaries of consultation visits. 


Performs related work as assigned.

COMPENSABLE FACTORS (The following statements are provided in order to identify compensable factors.  Minimum qualifications utilized for selection purposes will be determined as part of an examination job analysis procedure.)


Graduation from an accredited four year college or university with a degree in nursing, social science, food and nutrition, pharmacy, therapeutic recreation, criminal justice, health administration, chemical, physical or biological science or medical technology/clinical laboratory Ssience  or closely related field.

Professional and/or investigative experience in a health care environment.
SPECIAL REQUIREMENT 


Possession of a license appropriate to discipline of study, if applicable.

Possession of an Alabama driver’s license.


Acceptable physical examination which is repeated on a periodic basis where required by Social Security regulations.
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
