DEFINITION


This is highly specialized work involving the aeronautical inspection and funding of airports and aircraft landing facilities performed in support of the Aeronautics Bureau at the Alabama Department of Transportation.

Employees in this class are responsible for a wide range of para-professional duties associated with ALDOT’s Bureau of Aeronautics.  Duties include the collection and assimilation of physical and technical data for aircraft landing facilities; physical inspection of each facility in accordance with procedures set forth by the Federal Aviation Administration and the State of Alabama; and screening information gathered to ensure that each facility meets requirements set forth by federal and state regulations in regard to safe and efficient operation.  Work also includes preparing, reviewing and updating grant applications and other funding sources.  One position in this class serves as a direct assistant to the Aeronautics Administrator.  Employees may provide training to new employees in accordance with established regulations, rules, and policies.  Upon entry into this class, work is performed under close supervision but after the employee becomes proficient, the work is evaluated through conferences and reviews of reports and studies.

EXAMPLES OF WORK PERFORMED (Any one position may not include all of the duties listed, nor do the examples cover all of the duties which may be performed.)


Reviews construction documents of improvements or new facilities planned for any landing site in the state to assure compliance with federal and state requirements.


Performs regular safety and compliance inspections under a federally funded program to maintain all information up-to-date on landing facilities; makes on-the-spot determinations concerning compliance to safety regulations and takes immediate and appropriate action to assure timely corrective measures are taken concerning any deficiencies.


Draws to scale inspected sites and updates proper forms and files to reflect current status.


Corresponds with airport owners and operators by mail and phone to alert them to any problem that may affect the safe or efficient operation of their facility.


Attends technical and advisory workshops or forums relating to the scope of work.


Trains new employees in airport inspection and related work.


Inspects state funded construction and improvement projects to assure compatibility to funding agreements and co-signs release of funds documents.


Reviews, updates, and organizes federal and state grant applications, grant histories, and Capital Improvement Program Information.  


Composes and presents reports on the progress of airport construction and improvement projects throughout the state to the Aeronautics Commission and/or the Aeronautics Bureau Chief.


Organizes and conducts aeronautical training workshops.


Performs related work as assigned.

COMPENSABLE FACTORS (The following statements are provided in order to identify compensable factors.  Minimum qualifications utilized for selection purposes will be determined as part of an examination job analysis procedure.)


Graduation from a four-year college or university with major course work in Aviation Management or Civil Engineering.


Considerable experience in airport construction, design, inspection, or airport management.
