TITLE:  AERONAUTICS MANAGER

DEFINITION
This is highly specialized professional and administrative work involving aeronautical planning.


The employee in this class provides technical assistance to elected officials, airport owners, airport managers, and engineering consulting firms concerning federal and state requirements for constructing, operating, and maintaining airports in the state of Alabama.  Duties include reviewing and approving airport layout plans, airport master plans, construction plans, capital improvement plans, environmental studies, runway extension justification study reports, and feasibility studies.  The employee in this class also manages a state owned airport at St. Elmo, Alabama.  Supervision is exercised over a staff of Aeronautics Specialists in the performance of planning and inspection activities.  Work is performed independently under the general direction of the Aeronautics Administrator and is reviewed for conformance to established standards and procedures. 

EXAMPLES OF WORK PERFORMED (May not include all duties performed.)

Provides advice and assistance to airports in the selection of engineering consultant firms to include contract negotiations, reviewing proposed consultant’s qualifications to perform work, and developing capital improvement plans for future projects.  Makes recommendations to the Aeronautics Administrator for contractor approval.
Attends meetings with airports and engineering consultant firms to assist in the development of scope of services required to accomplish proposed projects.
Conducts independent cost analysis for engineering/planning consulting contracts in accordance with FAA and Aeronautics Bureau procedures.

Reviews and approves planning/engineering scope of services and fee proposals for ALDOT/FAA funded projects as part of the department’s channeling authority.

Assigns tasks to Aeronautics Specialists involving the airport planning and inspection functions of the Aeronautics Bureau.

Assists airports in developing ALDOT/FAA funding applications and reviews before submittal in order to make recommendations.

Provides project prioritization recommendations to the Aeronautics Administrator based on the proposal’s ability to address previous deficiencies found during annual airport inspections and the proposal’s consistency with the State Airport Plan.

Reviews airport improvement project applications and recommends funding of projects to the Aeronautics Administrator.

Manages a state owned airport in St. Elmo, Alabama.

Develops annual statewide capital improvement plans for the purpose of demonstrating funding needs for the Aeronautics program.

Reviews and comments on proposed construction in the vicinity of airports that may create a hazard to air navigation.

Performs related work as assigned.

Graduation from a four-year college or university with a bachelor’s degree in Aviation Management, Planning, or a closely related field.
