TITLE:  RADIATION PHYSICIST SUPERVISOR
CODE:  20623

DEFINITION

This is professional, technical, and supervisory work in the public health and radiation control fields.


Employees in this class are responsible for a particular phase of a comprehensive radiation control program on a statewide basis.  Work involves planning and conducting activities for and supervising professional and technical personnel in a specified area such as licensing for radioactive materials, radionuclides, and laboratory work in radiochemistry.  Employees may serve as consultant in the field of specialty.  Work is performed independently according to established policy and procedure under the general supervision of a professional administrative superior.

EXAMPLES OF WORK PERFORMED (Any one position may not include all of the duties listed, nor do the examples cover all of the duties which may be performed.)


Plans and supervises the issuing of licenses to individuals and private or public concerns using radioactive materials; reviews application for licenses for use of radioactive materials; consults with an applicant to determine the adequacy of qualifications; judges the adequacy of protective measures for the radiation safety program.


Organizes inspection services and makes on-the-spot investigations of sources of radiation hazards; reviews, evaluates, and makes suggestions for equipment and facilities for the control of radiation hazards to insure that laboratories, storage areas, hoods, radiation shields, alarm mechanisms, containers, and handling equipment are properly designed to incorporate all the necessary features of radiation protection.


Organizes and supervises surveys of environmental surveillance for radionuclides; analyzes and evaluates data obtained from the surveys; recommends control measures; supervises the operation of the radiological health laboratory.


Supervises and participates in the radiochemistry activities of an environmental laboratory; analyzes samples of a wide variety of materials for radioactive components.


Supervises professional and technical personnel engaged in the specialized field of  assignment.


Plans and organizes the procedures and operations for handling emergencies involving possible exposure of persons to radiation.


Serves as advisor and consultant in the specialty to agency staff and officials of other state and municipal agencies, industrial management, and professional societies on matters relating to radiological health.


Assess radiological emergency situations and may issue appropriate protective health orders.


Performs related work as assigned.

COMPENSABLE FACTORS (The following statements are provided in order to identify compensable factors.  Minimum qualifications utilized for selection purposes will be determined as part of an examination job analysis procedure.)


Graduation from a four year college or university with a bachelor's degree with major course work in chemistry, physics, mathematics, or the biological sciences, supplemented by a master's degree in the fields of radiation, radiation protection, or radiochemistry.


Considerable experience in a radiological health program.
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
