TITLE:  RADIOLOGICAL HEALTH DIRECTOR
CODE:  20625

DEFINITION

This is advanced professional administrative work in the field of radiation control.


The employee in this class directs and oversees the activities of the state's comprehensive radiation control program.  Work involves planning, coordinating, and directing a staff of professional supervisory personnel engaged in the various aspects of the program.  Consultative and advisory services are rendered to medical and research personnel of public and private agencies.  The employee has wide latitude for the exercise of professional judgment in all aspects of the program.  Work is performed independently, subject only to compliance with departmental policies and general review by the State Health Officer.
EXAMPLES OF WORK PERFORMED (May not include all duties performed.)


Directs the hiring of personnel to ensure staff competency; ensures employees receive training to maintain skills and professional knowledge; evaluates performance and ensures evaluations reflect competencies; makes disciplinary recommendations; ensures adherence to departmental policies.

Oversees the administrative activities of the office to include preparing and monitoring the office budget and the collection of annual licensee fees; procures and manages contracts with entities such as the FDA, Environmental Protection Agency, Alabama Power, and TVA; purchases and maintains equipment including calibration as needed.


Directs the development and revision of rules pertaining to radiation control; ensures emergency response plans and manuals are updated as needed.


Manages statewide radiation programs to include the registration and inspection of particle accelerators; the licensing and inspection of industrial, medical, veterinary, chiropractic, and research radioactive material licensees; the registration and inspection of machines producing ionizing radiation; the control of naturally occurring radioactive material (NORM); the environmental radiation monitoring program of air, water, soil, vegetation, and ambient radiation; a radiological emergency response program; and a radon program.

Provides technical guidance to the Office of Radiation Control staff, the State Health Officer, medical professionals, veterinarians, industrial and research individuals, and the public relating to radiation matters; responds 24 hours a day for any radiological emergency event.


Oversees the training program for first-on-the scene responders to radiological events; coordinates response exercises at nuclear power plants at least twice a year.

Performs related work as assigned.

Graduation from a four-year college or university with a  Bachelor’s degree in mathematics, physics, chemistry, engineering, biology, or physical Science supplemented by extensive professional work experience in health physics, including considerable experience in an administrative or supervisory capacity.
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
