Class A employees - All executive, administrative, judicial and supervisory officials; department and division heads; peace officers and process servers; and all other employees, who as part of their regular duties handle, receipt or have custody of money, checks or securities or are accountable for supplies or other property, including P-cards.  

Class B employees- Persons not having the duties or responsibilities of Class A employees and who are principally engaged in outside or inside clerical activities, office work such as word processing (typing), business machine operations, etc., or operation of vehicles transporting passengers for cash fares or tickets; skilled and unskilled laborers and craftsmen, members of medical and nursing professions doing non-clerical work; teachers and outside field workers doing non-clerical work; and people engaged solely in mechanical operations of automotive equipment.
