
INTERAGENCY DATA SHARING AGREEMENT

THIS INTERAGENCY DATA SHARING AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is effective as of the ___ day of _____ 20__, by and between the State of Idaho, Department of Administration (“Administration”) and __________ (“Agency”).

RECITALS
A.
Idaho Code section 67-2332 authorizes agreements between public agencies to perform governmental undertakings.
B.
Administration has collected real property parcel data into a single, uniform location.

C.
Agency desires to use real property parcel data for governmental purposes under the terms and conditions of this Agreement.


NOW THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

1.
Term and Termination.  This Agreement is effective as of the first day set forth above and shall continue in effect until terminated.  This Agreement may be terminated by either party upon sixty (60) days prior written notice to the other party specifying the date of termination.  Either party may terminate this Agreement immediately upon written notice if (i) the other party is in material breach of any material term, condition, covenant or obligation under that agreement, or (ii) the supervising legislative body for the party fails, neglects or refuses to appropriate sufficient funds as may be required for the continuation of the obligations under this Agreement. 
2.
Provision of Data and Technical Assistance.  
a.
Administration will provide real property parcel data, including corresponding metadata and associated tables (collectively, the “Data”) to Agency in shape file format or a format agreed on by the parties.  Administration will transfer the data via FTP site.  
b.
Administration will provide technical assistance to Agency related to the transfer of Data to Agency and the use of the Idaho Parcel Data Exhange Standard data model established by the Information Technology Resource Management Council (ITRMC) established pursuant to Idaho Code section 67-57-45B. 
c.
The Data is provided to Agency without warranty or representation as to its completeness, accuracy, reliability, timeliness, or correctness.  Administration does not make any warranties, express or implied and specifically disclaims any warranty of merchantability or fitness for a particular purpose that may apply to the Data or to the services provided pursuant to this Agreement.  Agency waives all claims against Administration arising from use of the Data.

3.
Agency Use of Data.  Agency will:

a.
Maintain the Data in a secure environment, including electronic and print copies of the Data.  Upon request, Agency shall provide Administration with information concerning Agency’s security for the Data.

b.
Use the Data only for its own internal governmental purposes.  Except where required by law or approved by the county or other public agency supplying the original Data, Agency will not sell or distribute the Data.  If a release or disclosure of the Data is required by law, Agency will use its best efforts to notify the county or other public agency supplying the original data prior to release to afford such entity the opportunity to seek a legal order preventing such release.
4.
Miscellaneous.  
a.
No Partnership.  This Agreement does not create a partnership between the state of Idaho and another governmental entity and nothing contained herein shall be interpreted to create an employer-employee, master-servant, a joint venture, or principal-agent relationship between any party in any respect.

b.
No Third Party Beneficiaries.  This Agreement is for the sole benefit of the parties and no person or entity has any rights under this Agreement as a third party beneficiary.  
c.
Officials Not Personally Liable.  In no event shall any official, officer, employee or agent of the either party be liable or responsible for any representation, statement, covenant, warranty or obligation contained in, or made in connection with, this Agreement, express or implied.

d.
Assignment of Liability.  Each party shall be responsible only for the acts, omissions or negligence of its own officers, employees or agents and only to the extent provided by law.

e.
Notices.  Any notice given in connection with this Agreement shall be given in writing and shall be delivered either by hand or by certified mail, return receipt requested, to the other party at the address set forth below.  Either party may change its address by giving notice of the change in accordance with this section.

f.
Entire Agreement and Modification.  This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes all prior agreements or understandings between the parties.  No change, modification, or waiver of any term of this Agreement shall be valid unless it is in writing and signed by both parties.
